Who might use Mirena?

You might choose Mirena if you:
• ant long-term birth control that provides a low chance 

of getting pregnant (less than 1 in 100)
•  Want birth control that works continuously for 

up to 5 years
• Want birth control that is reversible
•  Want a birth control method that you do not need to 

take daily
• Have had at least one child
• Want treatment for heavy periods and are willing to use  
 a birth control method that is placed in the uterus  
• Want birth control that does not contain estrogen

Who should not use Mirena?

Do not use Mirena if you:
• Are or might be pregnant; Mirena cannot be used as an  
 emergency contraceptive
• Have had a serious pelvic infection called pelvic
 Infl ammatory disease (PID) unless you have had a 
 normal pregnancy after the infection went away
• Have an untreated pelvic infection now
• Have had a serious pelvic infection in the past 
 3 months after a pregnancy
• Can get infections easily. For example, if you have:
 o Multiple sexual partners or your partner has multiple  
  sexual partners
 o Problems with your immune system
 o Intravenous drug abuse
• Have or suspect you might have cancer of the
 uterus or cervix
• Have bleeding from the vagina that has not been 
 explained
• Have liver disease or liver tumor
• Have breast cancer or any other cancer that is   
 sensitive to progestin (a female hormone), now or in  
 the past 
• Have an intrauterine device in your uterus already
• Have a condition of the uterus that changes the shape 
 of the uterine cavity, such as large fi broid tumors
• Are allergic to levonorgestrel, silicone, polyethylene,  
 silica, barium sulfate or iron oxide

What does my healthcare provider need to know? 

Before having Mirena placed, tell your healthcare 
provider if you:
• Have had a heart attack
• Have had a stroke
• Were born with heart disease or have problems with
 your heart valves
• Have problems with blood clotting or take medicine
 to reduce clotting
• Have high blood pressure
• Recently had a baby or if you are breastfeeding
• Have severe migraine headaches

How is Mirena placed?

Mirena is placed by your healthcare provider during an 
in-offi ce visit. 

First, your healthcare provider will examine your pelvis 
to fi nd the exact position of your uterus. Your healthcare 
provider will then clean your vagina and cervix with an
antiseptic solution, and slide a slim plastic tube 
containing Mirena into your uterus. Your healthcare 
provider will then remove the plastic tube, and leave 
Mirena in your uterus. Your healthcare provider will cut 
the threads to the right length. Placement takes only a 
few minutes.

You may experience pain, bleeding or dizziness during 
and after placement. If your symptoms do not pass within 
30 minutes after placement, Mirena may not have been 
placed correctly. Your healthcare provider will examine 
you to see if Mirena needs to be removed or replaced.

Should I check that Mirena is in place?

Yes, you should check that Mirena is in proper position 

by feeling the removal threads. It is a good habit to do 
this once a month. Your healthcare provider should tell 
you how to check that Mirena is in place. First, wash your
hands with soap and water. You can check by reaching 
up to the top of your vagina with clean fi ngers to feel 
the removal threads. Do not pull on the threads. If you 
feel more than just the threads or if you cannot feel the 
threads, Mirena may not be in the right position and may 
not prevent pregnancy. Use non-hormonal back-up birth 
control (such as condoms and spermicide) and ask your 
healthcare provider to check that Mirena is still in the 
right place.

How soon after placement of Mirena should I return 

to my healthcare provider?

Call your healthcare provider if you have any questions 
or concerns (see “When should I call my healthcare 
provider”). Otherwise, you should return to your 
healthcare provider for a follow-up visit 4 to 6 weeks after
Mirena is placed to make sure that Mirena is in the right 
position.

Can I use tampons with Mirena?

Tampons may be used with Mirena.

What if I become pregnant while using Mirena?

Call your healthcare provider right away if you think you 
are pregnant. If you get pregnant while using Mirena, you
may have an ectopic pregnancy. This means that the 
pregnancy is not in the uterus. Unusual vaginal bleeding 
or abdominal pain may be a sign of ectopic pregnancy.

Ectopic pregnancy is a medical emergency that often 
requires surgery. Ectopic pregnancy can cause internal
bleeding, infertility, and even death.

There are also risks if you get pregnant while using 
Mirena and the pregnancy is in the uterus. Severe 
infection, miscarriage, premature delivery, and even 
death can occur with pregnancies that continue with an 
intrauterine device (IUD). Because of this, your healthcare
provider may try to remove Mirena, even though 
removing it may cause a miscarriage. If Mirena cannot 
be removed, talk with your healthcare provider about the 
benefi ts and risks of continuing the pregnancy.

If you continue your pregnancy, see your healthcare 
provider regularly. Call your healthcare provider right
away if you get fl u-like symptoms, fever, chills, cramping,
pain, bleeding, vaginal discharge, or fl uid leaking from 
your vagina. These may be signs of infection.

It is not known if Mirena can cause long-term effects on 
the fetus if it stays in place during a pregnancy.

How will Mirena change my periods?

For the fi rst 3 to 6 months, your period may become 
irregular and the number of bleeding days may increase. 
You may also have frequent spotting or light bleeding. 
Some women have heavy bleeding during this time. After
you have used Mirena for a while, the number of bleeding
and spotting days is likely to lessen. There is a small 
chance that your periods will stop altogether.

In some women with heavy bleeding, the total blood 
loss per cycle progressively decreases with continued 
use. The number of spotting and bleeding days may 
initially increase but then typically decreases in the 
months that follow.

Is it safe to breastfeed while using Mirena?

You may use Mirena when you are breastfeeding if more 
than six weeks have passed since you had your baby. If 
you are breastfeeding, Mirena is not likely to affect the 
quality or amount of your breast milk or the health of your
nursing baby. However, isolated cases of decreased milk
production have been reported among women using 
progestin-only birth control pills.

Will Mirena interfere with sexual intercourse?

You and your partner should not feel Mirena during 
intercourse. Mirena is placed in the uterus, not in the 
vagina. Sometimes your partner feels the threads. If this 
occurs, talk with your healthcare provider.

What are the possible side effects of using Mirena?

Mirena can cause serious side effects including:

• Pelvic infl ammatory disease (PID). Some IUD users  
 get a serious pelvic infection called pelvic infl ammatory
 disease. PID is usually sexually transmitted. You have  
 a  higher chance of getting PID if you or your partner  
 have sex with other partners. PID can cause serious 
 problems such as infertility, ectopic pregnancy or  
 pelvic pain that does not go away. PID is usually   
 treated with antibiotics. More serious cases of PID 
 may require surgery. A hysterectomy (removal of the 
 uterus) is sometimes needed. In rare cases, infections  
 that start as PID can even cause death.

• Tell your healthcare provider right away if you have any 

 of these signs of PID: long-lasting or heavy bleeding,  
 unusual vaginal discharge, low abdominal (stomach
 area) pain, painful sex, chills, or fever. 

• Life-threatening infection. Life-threatening infection  
 can occur within the fi rst few days after Mirena is  
  placed. Call your healthcare provider immediately if
 you develop severe pain or fever shortly after Mirena 

 is placed.

• Perforation. Mirena may become attached to   
 (embedded) or go through the wall of the uterus. This  
 is called perforation. If this occurs, Mirena may no  
 longer prevent pregnancy. If perforation occurs, Mirena  
 may move outside the uterus and can cause internal  
 scarring, infection, or damage to other organs, and you  
 may need surgery to have Mirena removed. The risk of  
 perforation is increased in breastfeeding women.

Common side effects of Mirena include:

• Pain, bleeding or dizziness during and after placement.  
 If these symptoms do not stop 30 minutes after 
 placement, Mirena may not have been placed   
 correctly. Your healthcare provider will examine you 
 to see if Mirena needs to be removed or replaced.

• Expulsion. Mirena may come out by itself. This is called  
 expulsion. You may become pregnant if Mirena comes 
 out. If you think that Mirena has come out, use
 a backup birth control method like condoms and  
 spermicide and call your healthcare provider.

• Missed menstrual periods. About 2 out of 10 women  
 stop having periods after 1 year of Mirena use. If you  
 do not have a period for 6 weeks during Mirena use,  
 call your healthcare provider. When Mirena is removed,  
 your menstrual periods will come back.

• Changes in bleeding. You may have bleeding and  
 spotting between menstrual periods, especially during 
 the fi rst 3 to 6 months. Sometimes the bleeding is  
 heavier than usual at fi rst. However, the bleeding 
 usually becomes lighter than usual and may be   
 irregular. Call your healthcare provider if the bleeding  
 remains heavier than usual or increases after it has  
 been light for a while.

• Cysts on the ovary. About 12 out of 100 women using
 Mirena develop a cyst on the ovary. These cysts 
 usually disappear on their own in a month or two.  
 However, cysts can cause pain and sometimes cysts 
 will need surgery.

This is not a complete list of possible side effects 
with Mirena. For more information, ask your healthcare 
provider.

After Mirena has been placed, when should I call

my healthcare provider?

Call your healthcare provider if you have any concerns
about Mirena. Be sure to call if you:
• Think you are pregnant

• Have pelvic pain or pain during sex

• Have unusual vaginal discharge or genital sores

• Have unexplained fever, fl u-like symptoms or chills

• Might be exposed to sexually transmitted infections (STIs)

• Cannot feel Mirena’s threads

• Develop very severe or migraine headaches

• Have yellowing of the skin or whites of the eyes.  
 These may be signs of liver problems.

• Have had a stroke or heart attack

• Or your partner becomes HIV positive

• Have severe vaginal bleeding or bleeding that lasts
 a long time

New Crisis at the Today Show
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For Savannah, it’s not per-
sonal. Megyn’s rep tells In Touch
Savannah and Megyn are “very
good friends” who “frequently text
one another” and that Savannah
attended Megyn’s birthday party.
“Savannah likes Megyn,” says the
network insider, “but she feels
threatened by the way NBC has
handled the situation.

A move like the one spear-
headed by Matt isn’t unprec-
edented at NBC. “It’s very
reminiscent of what the Friends
cast did when they were renego-
tiating their salaries,” points out
the network insider. “If they all
didn’t get paid the same salary,
they were all walking.

It’s certainly a very ominous sign
of things to come.”

M
egyn Kelly’s hiring 
at NBC has plunged 
the Today show into 
turmoil. “First Tam-

ron [Hall] quit because she was 
losing the third hour as the show 
gets rearranged for Megyn,” says 
a network insider. “Now there are 
fears that Megyn isn’t getting the 
third hour after all, but was in fact 
brought in to replace Savannah 
Guthrie, who co-hosts the fi rst two 
hours with Matt Lauer. Even Sa-
vannah herself suspects something
is up — and she’s a wreck over it.”

So much so, she recently broke
down when she got a visit at home
from Matt. (Savannah, 45, has been
out on maternity leave since Dec. 2.)
Matt, 59, “told her that everyone at
the show, from him to Hoda Kotb
and Kathie Lee Gi� ord, is behind
her and will stage a walkout if NBC
tries to replace her with Megyn,”
says the network insider. Savannah
tried to talk him out of it, but Matt
— who, as In Touch fi rst reported,
was blindsided by Megyn’s hiring
— wouldn’t hear of it. “Savannah
started to cry,” adds the network
insider. “It meant the world to her.”

was a huge blow, but she has to 
accept it because there is just 
no basis for Brad to not have 
the kids at least half of the time. 
This is what joint custody is go-
ing to look like.”  

Brad is now trying to 
make up for lost time. “He’s 
become a much more promi-
nent fi gure in the kids’ lives, 
and they seem to be doing 
a lot better now that things 
have calmed down,” says the
source. “He’s recently had
two di�erent overnights with
two kids without being moni-
tored, and he’s hoping to have
them for at least a week at a
time by the end of February
or early March.” Eldest sons

Maddox and Pax — who were in-
volved in the plane incident that led

than to get back at him for how he tor-
mented her,” an HGTV source tells In
Touch exclusively.

Tarek suspected it was 
Gary (who, according to police, was 
at a neighbor’s house in May and wit-
nessed Tarek nto the hills near 

their home with a gun). “It’s hard for 
Tarek to see Christina dating, but 
it’s even worse that Gary is the guy 
she’s with,” adds the insider. “There’s 
nothing that could be more upset-
ting to Tarek than to see her with a 
guy who is like him but better — and 
that’s Gary.

tives to give her her own show for 
more than four months now,” says 
the HGTV source. (Another insider 
previously told In Touch that Chris-
tina has told the network that she 
“wants a younger, sexier, better-
looking co-star” than Tarek.) Adds 
the HGTV source, “Christina thinks 
getting her own show would be the 
ultimate slap in the face to Tarek — 
even better than her dating Gary.

It isn’t surprising that many 
viewers are on Team Christina. 
In Touch recently revealed many of 
the horrible things Tarek did to her 
over the course of their marriage.

She sometimes 
did nothing; at other times she said, “Get away from me.” Do you confi rm 
or deny this or have any comment on it?

6. On the set Tarek often spoke about “strippers and ho’s” (whores), and 
this was heard by multiple people. Tarek often joked about hitting up a 
strip club after work, in front of Christina. Do you confi rm or deny this or 
have any comment on it?

7. Did Tarek enter any type of rehab or any type of treatment program 
(whether inpatient or outpatient) in 2016? If so, what was he seeking help 
for? (We know he kept fi lming.)

8. Also after the May incident in 2016, Christina was upset with Tarek 
about a bill that was mailed to their home.
