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AshleyMadison.com Owner to Pay $1.6 Million Fine Over Data Breach

Ruby Life Inc. (operator of the Toronto-based AshleyMadison.
com dating site) has agreed to settle with Federal Trade Com-
mission and state charges that they deceived consumers and
failed to protect 36 million users profile information in rela-
tion to a July 2015 data breach. The agreement states that
Ruby Life (formerly known as Avid Life Media Inc.) is to imple-
ment a comprehensive data-security program. The operators
will also have to pay a total of $1.6 million to settle FTC and

state actions.

“This case represents one of the
largest data breaches that the
FTC has investigated to date, im-
plicating 36 million individuals
worldwide,” FTC chairwoman Ed-
ith Ramirez said.

“The global settlement requires v
AshleyMadison.com to implement _ r
a range of more robust data se- : ‘
curity practices that will better-

protect its users personal information from criminal hackers
going forward.”

According to the FTC complaint, until August 2014, operators
of the site lured customers with fake profiles of women. Only
users who paid to access the site could use all of its features.

Ruby Life, according to the FTC, assured users their personal
information was private and secure. But the FTC alleges the
security of AshleyMadison.com was not up to par.

According to the complaint, Ruby Life had no written informa-

tion security policy, no reasonable access controls, inadequate
security training of employees, no knowledge of whether
third-party service providers were using reasonable security
measures, and no measures to monitor the effectiveness of
their system security. Intruders accessed the companies’ net-
works several times between November 2014 and June 2015,
but due to their loose data-security practices, the defendants
did not discover the intrusions.

In addition to the provisions prohib-
iting the alleged misrepresentations
and requiring a comprehensive se-
curity program, the proposed fed-
eral court order imposes an $8.75
million judgment which will be par-
tially suspended upon payment of
$828,500 to the FTC. If Ruby Life is
later found to have misrepresent-
ed its financial condition, the full
amount will immediately become
due. An additional $828,500 will be
paid to the 13 states and the District of Columbia.

The FTC worked with a coalition of 13 states — Alaska, Ar-
kansas, Hawaii, Louisiana, Maryland, Mississippi, Nebraska,
New York, North Dakota, Oregon, Rhode Island, Tennessee,
and Vermont — and the District of Columbia to secure a set-
tlement against Ruby Life and affiliated companies Ruby Corp.
and Avid Dating Life Inc.

The agency also worked with the Canadian and Australian
governments on this case. The FTC filed the complaint and fi-
nal order in the U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia.

His Infomercial ex-
plains the product’s finer points.

The 2015 Balls Contest, like the Vagina Contest that
came before it, received online media attention around
the world including on Huffington Post, Complex, Maxim,
Mic, Cosmopolitan, and dozens of other websites. In the
contest, hundreds of men uploaded photos of their scro-
tums, which were rated online on a scale of 1-10 stars
by hundreds of thousands of people around the world.

The oldest known dildo found by archeol-
ogists dates back 28,000 years, and is a rather large-
in-girth, eight inch, well-polished
stone found in Germany. Not only
does this prove that size
mattered to Stone-Age
women, but that even in
the face of prehistoric

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life, they found time for a bit of pleasure.

PORNOGRAPHY This is oldest

form of all sexual aids or devices,

and dates back so far that some

archeologists estimate it even

pre-dates religion. The oldest

known piece of prehistoric erotica
Is carved from a mammoth tusk,
and represents a female figure with
extremely exaggerated or prominent

sexual parts; although its exact age
is unknown, the educated consensus
places it at more than 35,000 years
old. And while definitely preceding the

Corner. From talking to quite a few of you, it seems
that your holiday celebrations were merry, festive,
happy - and safe. | also have to thank those of you
who made it a point to compliment me on last month'’s
featured drinks; all of your comments were awesome.

After all, without all
your interest and appreciation, what | do wouldn't
matter much - so thank you.

| also want to give a big-time shout out to all my bartending
friends who made it with me through the holidays - both work-
ing and drinking; so to John, Diane, Adam, Jimmy, and of course,
the one and only, Brooke, thank you for making all the holiday
celebrations memorable. And since we're all pretty much in the
hangover stage from the holidays, | thought a bit of history about
bourbon would be the perfect medicine to cure what ails us. Be-
sides, | actually got into a discussion about bourbon during one
of the holiday parties with a guy named, Phil, who was just full of
questions, and | don't know about you, but | can definitely use a
small break from drinking - for a little while.

Even though bourbon is not that old of a spirit - it was first pro-
duced sometime in the late 1700's - there isn't a lot of infor-
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mation about when it was first distilled, especially since record-
keeping wasn't exactly a priority during this time. What we do
know is that the major reasons Kentucky is so ideal for making
bourbon is that the soil is rich in nutrients for growing corn, it
has clean water naturally filtered through limestone, and it's
home to 17 different varieties of oak trees to make barrels. And
even though bourbon can be legally produced anywhere in the
U.S., the majority of all bourbon is produced in Kentucky - its
historical home.

In order for a spirit to be called Bourbon Whiskey, it has to fol-
low certain criteria: it must be made from a grain mixture that'’s
at least 51 percent corn (the other 49 percent of the mash is usu-
ally rye and barley, with some producers using wheat); it has to be
distilled two times; and it has to be aged in new oak barrels that
are charred. There's no specified time for aging, but any bourbon
that's aged for a minimum of two years - with no other additives
or spirits added - can be designated as “Straight Bourbon Whis-
key;" blended bourbon usually contains added flavoring, color-
ing, and un-aged neutral grain spirits. Also, any bourbon that has
a stated age on the bottle must be labeled with the age of the
youngest whiskey used.

The person recognized for creating the first Kentucky Whiskey is
a Baptist Minister named, Elijah Craig; but while he did distill and
sell whiskey, there's no historical record to verify he was the first
to do so. Records do suggest, though, that because he was a min-
ister, people very likely used his name to counter the prohibition
movement of the late 1800's - which routinely demonized alco-
hol. So with so few records of any kind, the only thing we're sure
about is that by 1790, there were quite a few people involved in
making of Kentucky (bourbon) whiskey: Hancock Lee (Buffalo
Trace), Jacob Beam (Jim Beam), Basil Hayden (Old Grand-Dad),



and Elijah Pepper

(Old Crow), among others.

And while all of these persons eventu-

ally went on to establish commercial distilleries, the

first record of any such operation belongs to Evan Williams, who
opened his commercial distillery in Louisville in 1783.

By 1785, the whiskey produced in the area of current-day Bour-
bon County was commonly known as Kentucky Whiskey, and
it was a differently made product from the one we know today.
Bourbon was actually invented sometime in the 1830's when the
Scottish-born distiller, Dr. James Crow, experimented with using
a portion of the residue known as setback (sour mash) from one
batch of mash as the starter for the next one - very much how
sourdough bread is made; today, every whiskey produced as bour-
bon is a sour mash whiskey ... And while it seems likely that Bour-
bon got its name from the county where it's produced, there's
also the possibility that it was named after Bourbon Street in
New Orleans - which was the primary market for most of the
whiskey produced in Kentucky. Who knows, with a Baptist min-
ister linked to its creation, there just might have been the no-
tion that being made and sold in two different locations with the
same name was a sign of divine origin.

So there you go, Phil, and everyone else who's interested in how
bourbon came to be “America’'s whiskey." Obviously, this is just
a broad overview about bourbon, but it pretty much covers the
important points ... Okay, | know | said no cocktails, but how can
| give you the story about bourbon, and then leave you dry? So
just think of these next two cocktails as drinking the “hair of the
dog” - you're welcome.

Millennium ... 2% oz Wild Turkey - %: oz. peach schnapps - 3
dashes Angostura bitters - lemon zest garnish ... Served in a
chilled cocktail glass or on the rocks, this very tasty drink was
invented in 1999 to mark the beginning of the new century.

nish ... Also served in a chilled cocktail glass or on the rocks,
this is a roughly 100 year-old cocktail that drinks as good now
as it did then.

In the last 6 months, | have been contacted and retained on
several cases where my clients are facing prosecution for
misconduct involving weapons. In the majority of these cases,
the misconduct involves my client being prohibited to possess a
gun because of their prior felony conviction, or worse, because
they are currently on probation, and the court had not yet
restored their right to possess a weapon.

Misconduct with a weapon is set forth in Arizona Revised
Statute 13-3102. There are multiple means to commit
misconduct with a weapon. Some of the basic felonies are
defacing a deadly weapon (removing the serial number),
when contacted by police and subsequently lying about the
possession of the weapon, carrying a knife other than a pocket
knife either concealed or within his immediate control in a
vehicle, possessing a deadly weapon on school grounds, and
using a gun when committing a violent felony.

However, in the majority of my cases, my client is arrested for
possessing a gun when his right to possess a gun has not been
restored. In most cases, the ONLY defense is that they did not
and could not have reasonably known the weapon was on
their person, their residence or vehicle. The State only needs
to prove that you knew or should have known the weapon was
present.

When accused of being a prohibited possessor, the real issue
is whether one is prohibited and whether one is in possession.

WHO IS PROHIBITED FROM POSSESSING A GUN?

The legislature has defined prohibited possessor under
several circumstances. Generally, the more common types of
prohibited possessors are noted as follows:
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1. Those previously found by court order to be a danger to
themselves or others;

2. Those convicted of a felony, adjudicated delinquent;

3. Those currently on probation pursuant to afelony conviction
or previously convicted of a DV crime;

4. AS TO ALL the above, one remains prohibited until their
rights are restored

DEFENSES TO BEING CHARGED
WITH PROHIBITED POSSESSION

The majority of my cases arise from police contact and
subsequent search. The police contact is normally a traffic stop,
but is sometimes based on personal contact on the street. On
other occasions, it may be the result of a probationary search.

A: CHALLENGE THE STOP/DETAINER

Your first line of defense is determining whether officers had
grounds to initiate contact. For a traffic stop, officers must
have a reasonable belief that you have committed a traffic
violation. For a “street contact,” again, officers must have some
legal grounds to initiate contact.

For either of these situations, your first defense is to not consent
to a search. If ever detained, remember you are only required to
identify yourself. | always recommend limiting the information
provided to that on your driver’s license. Just give them your
name, address and biographical information. Anything beyond
that, politely indicate you refuse to answer or request an attorney.

B: CHALLENGE THE SEARCH

Officers are permitted to search a vehicle incident to an



arrest, prior to it being towed, or with a
warrant. But the usual search is solely
based on my client’s giving their consent.
DO NOT CONSENT TO ANY SEARCH
OF YOURSELF, YOUR VEHICLE OR
RESIDENCE.

Make them get a warrant. Make them
describe their probable cause. Make the
officers do their job. You do not need to
make it easy for them.

If this is a probationary search, you do
NOT have a right to refuse the search.

C:MAKE THE STATE
PROVE POSSESSION

Possession may be actual or constructive.
If the gun is actually on one's person, that
Is actual possession. Most of the time, the
gun is found in the car, in the closet, etc...
anywhere except on the person. When
the gun is not on the person, possession
Is considered constructive. Constructive
possession requires the prosecutor prove
that you had access to the weapon. They

will show that you knew or should have
known the gunwas present. That is alldone
by circumstantial evidence and argument.

Where | noted before that you never
consent to a search, similar advice
applies here: NEVER ANSWER ANY
QUESTIONS ABOUT THE GUN OR
YOUR KNOWLEDGE ABOUT IT.

SENTENCING IS SUBSTANTIAL.

Prosecutors take any gun crime seriously.
Regardless of whether you are probation
eligible or facing prison, understand
that prosecutor’s are normally seeking
substantial punishment.

Despite my comments above, | have
had success defending these cases.
Sometimes, | canobtaindismissals. Other
times, the best result is a negotiated plea
to a reduced offense or punishment.
These cases are difficult, but defendable.

Your best defense, at a minimum, is to
consult with an experienced attorney.

If there was a “hall of fame” for EDM and house music, Gary
Richards—aka, Destructo—would be in it. He is a 25-year
veteran of the genre, and is one of the founders of the Electric
Daisy Carnival (EDC), arguably the biggest electronic music
dance festival in the world. He was handpicked by legend-
ary record producer and founder of Def Jam/Def American
Recordings, Rick Rubin, to head the company’s Electronic
music division, where Richards would develop such acts as
Lords of Acid and God Lives Underwater. He went on to form
his own record labels (Nitrus Records and 1500 Records),
and in 2007 launched HARD Events, a concert brand which
puts on popular EDM festivals.

It was in the mid ‘90s that Richard adopted the “Destructo”
moniker that he uses today. He is quoted as saying that the
Destructo name derives from “My goal to play the hardest
and most gnarly techno out there. I'd blow up the sound
system and the mixer at clubs if | could. | wasn’t only into
Kraftwerk and Daft Punk; | loved Metallica and Black Sab-
bath as well. So when | performed, it was aggressive and had
to be banging.”

Over the past two decades, Destructo has boasted success-
ful collaborations with a wide variety of acts ranging from
Warren G to Depeche Mode to White Zombie. Destructo’s
latest project is a collaboration with Problem titled “Win-
ning,” which is featured on the newest installment of Strip-
Joints (StripJointsMusic.com), available for free download
to adult nightclub DJs. ED Publications’ Club Bulletin had
the chance to get some insight from Destructo on “Winning”
and what it was like to collaborate with the famed West-
Coast rapper.

ED PUB: What was it like to collaborate with Problem
on the track “Winning"? What provided the inspira-
tion for the music and the lyrics?
