» » PRODUCT: HP MINI 100E

www.hp.com » Retail price: sub-$300

The HP Mini 100e netbook features up to 9.5 hours of bat-
tery life and has no internal optical drive.

QUALITY AND EFFECTIVENESS: The HP Mini 100e’s design
and feature set clearly show HP’s intent to target the educa-
tion market, and overall, the product proves a solid option
for schools looking to equip K-6 classrooms with low-cost
netbooks. The unit has an integrated handle that will allow
students to carry the netbook safely from cart to desk, or
even from classroom to classroom. The case is constructed
of a durable plastic that will withstand rough han-
dling by younger students, and HP has
utilized its Mylar-film spill-resistant
keyboard. The six-cell battery

provides enough power to last

eight hours between charges.

EASE OF USE: Essentially, the N
Mini 100e provides many of the

same functions that other netbooks

on the market do. The 92 percent chi-
clet keyboard generally felt comfortable, and 3
its smaller size may make it most beneficial for ~
younger students, who have smaller hands. The track-
pad is integrated into the housing using the same plastic as
the case, though it is recessed and given a slightly bumpy
texture to provide sensation. It isn't HP’s best trackpad
design, as the tactile user experience it afforded proved
frustrating. The unit provides only the slower 1.66 GHz Atom
process instead of the faster 1.83 GHz model available on
other netbooks.

SUITABILITY FOR USE IN A SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT:
Teachers will appreciate several small touches, like the
small LED located on the lid that will light up when the Mini
100e is connected with a network. The unit also has an inte-
grated Webcam for recording and Web conferencing. The
Mini 100e does not come with an option for Bluetooth or
with a wireless connection. Though its plastic case provides
durability, its form factor is rather thick at 1.57 inches, and
the unit is a bit heavy at 3.19 pounds. HP is setting a target

sub-$300 price point, but the final price is to be determined
by the size of a bulk purchase. HP does not sell the units
individually.

OVERALL RATING

The unit is well built and integrates several features that
will provide nice solutions for an elementary classroom,
but the 100e seems to sacrifice other key features, the
lack of which keeps it from being a truly compelling

option for the elementary netbook space.

strengthen the home-school connection, and ends with
empowering students to use the devices for learning
outside of school and, ultimately, in the classroom. “As
we move into the next decade and schools go from ban-
ning to embracing cell phones for learning,” Nielsen says,
“failure to bring your phone might become grounds for
detention—much like failure to bring your textbook or
homework was in the past.”

Another step forward, Guhlin says,
is that data can be retrieved wirelessly
without plugging into a network. Data
are always current, unlike the situation
a few years ago, when they were
updated only overnight. Now real-time
data are uploaded at a district’s data
warehouse or a third-party hosted
application, such as Eduphoria or
Media-X, directly to a handheld device.
“Transparency is the goal,” Guhlin says.
“We want to support teachers but hold
them accountable.”

Debbie losso and Jennifer Fano, a
principal and an administrator, respec-
tively, with Randolph Township (NJ)
Schools, also are converts to the iPad
for informal class observations, full
teacher appraisals, and collaborating
with other administrators. Until this fall
the district relied on the BlackBerry

and laptops, but the screen on the
BlackBerry was too small, and the lap-
tops were too heavy. Using the iPad,
administrators can tap teacher rat-
ings directly into a Google Form with-
out any writing, and the information
can be emailed to the teacher before
administrators leave the classroom
and downloaded to a spreadsheet.
“The time savings is huge,” Fano says.
“This has transformed our ability to get
data on every teacher.”

“The iPads are so small and light,
they are almost invisible, the batteries
last a full school day, and you can really
use them on the fly, even for nonteach-
ing tasks, like reporting a cracked win-
dow,” losso adds. Although they don’t
use the iPads as phones, she says that
emailing memos and documents is all
they really need.

For most of our product roundups, we at Tech & Learning talk with
technology or curriculum directors. When it came to e-readers, however, we
found ourselves speaking to librarians and English teachers. And though it
was a challenge to find schools doing full-scale implementations, we heard
about many small pilot tests and other creative ways to finance a handful of
e-readers for classrooms and libraries.
