He has gradually learned to master the technique of digitally col-
orising black and white photos by applying partial colour layers

in Adobe Photoshop. The resulting creations occupy a specific and
unique place in his work, and the strong bond he feels with his sub-
jects is visible in the appeal of his photography.

Gastronomes who discriminate between eating and dining will
confirm that high-quality ingredients, an excellent knowledge of
the culinary art and an unremitting drive are prerequisites for the
preparation of haute cuisine dishes.

“Hi Volo readers, I am (Guido Vincenzini an Italian photographer and
videographer.

As a professional I have been working in TV and advertisement for
the last 15 years. Last year I embraced the camera again after leaving
it apart for almost a decade and started a Nude Art project.

[l use my alias for many reasons but one thing is for sure.: I don’t use it
to hide. Quite the opposite, when I embrace the camers as Lucky Red 1
can rind new ways to express and experiment, to study and Improvise,
to establish a dialogue, to discover and be intrigued and sometimes
Jjust to shout my ideas.

[ shoot nudes. [ love beauty. A maked womans body is a magnificent
medium to express emotions, personality, love, hate, conflicts and
harmony. A naked woman is the most admirable expression of beauty,
of love, but the pure aesthetics don’t count, there is no real beauty
without soul. This is the reason [ shoot only with artists that captivate
my attention and my constant hunger to develop.

I prefer shooting one on one, I find easier (o establish a connection
and to create a story. A session is a continuous journey, a constant
conversation. The act of taking a picture is just to be there ready for
the right moment and press the button, regardless all the prepara-
tion that involves the fact of being there and click on the camersa (that
could be a very hard work sometimes) what is really important is to
create a story, a situation that we want to show to the public.”
